Minutes from the previous meeting

Communal Charges
Aristo have offered EUR3663 as a refund of the electricity charge for the period 2008 which equates to approx. EUR31 per dwelling. Invoices have been obtained from AHK which covered most of this period for further checks. Artha Estates have supplied a full breakdown of the communal charges by block for 2008 and these have been analysed. It was noted that the cost of cleaning the communal areas for the apartments was not charged to the owners of houses in Blocks 10, 11 and 12. It is hoped that a further refund can be negotiated.

Control of Pigeons
The new cleaning Company PFA placed 3 tiles covered in a glue- like substance which is a known deterrent to pigeons, next to the pool, and to date very little pigeon mess has been seen around the pool area. If this is successful, then PFA are going to place similar tiles on the roofs of the apartment blocks.

Swimming Pool
2 quotes have been obtained from companies who are prepared to do the maintenance and cleaning of the swimming pool for 2010 and also PPC, the current pool company, have given a quote which is cheaper than for 2009. The cleaning company PFA also maintain swimming pools so a quote is going to be obtained from them. A decision about which company to use will be made later by the Committee.

General Maintenance
The new cleaning company PFA appear to doing an excellent job and complaints about the lack of cleaning from residents have ceased. This company is also cutting the grass areas and maintaining the garden areas. All the street lights and parking lights have now been repaired by Artha Estates who have confirmed that they will not charge for callouts but only for replacement of the lights bulbs.

Communication
The new website for Zephyros 2 (ZV2RA) is now live and can be viewed by logging on to  www.zv2ra.eu  for all the information.

Satellite Dish
The large satellite dish on the roof of Block 2 has now been removed.

Cleaning of the Roofs and Gutters in blocks 10,11 and 12

Aristo have confirmed that it is the responsibility of the owners of houses in Blocks  10 11 and 12  to clean their own roofs and gutters. The cost of cleaning the roofs and gutters to the apartment blocks which are cleaned by Artha Estates, are paid by the apartment owners and not by the house owners.

Dustbin Area.

Since the last committee meeting checks have been made on this area and generally household rubbish is being placed in the bins and not left on the ground. Large bags containing garden clippings have been left on the ground but this is acceptable rather than fill up the bins. It should be noted that these bins are for the use by residents disposing of domestic and garden rubbish only and should not be used for any commercial purposes.
Another Other Business
Revision of Pool Rules
Due to some pool users not abiding by the pool rules which are displayed around the pool, such as taking food, glasses and bottles into the pool area, and using the pool after dusk, the pool rules are to be revised and a copy is to be sent out to every home owner and resident. In particular home owners who let their apartments/houses on a short term basis must make their tenants aware of the rules.

Dustbins

Swimming Pool Toilets.
It was noticed that one of the toilets was blocked up with toilet paper. Notices are to be placed on the wall asking users not to put paper down the toilet, but to use the bins provided. The light switch which also activates the extractor fan, has been left on several times,  so a notice was to be  placed near the switch reminding users to switch off the light when leaving the area.

Sewage System
The sewage system within the complex is based on a septic tank system. The drainage system cannot cope with toilet paper, sanitary items and disposable nappies etc. being flushed down the toilets. An incident occurred when the drainage system to block 6 was blocked up by disposable nappies being flushed down the toilet. The pipe was eventually unblocked, but any further blockages would have to be unblocked by a plumber and the owner of the residence concerned would have to bear the cost. It was suggested that home owners who let their homes to short term tenants, friends etc., should display a notice in their bathrooms informing people that no items must be flushed down the toilet, and they should provide a bin alongside for the disposal of toilet paper etc. 
Electricity Cables
There are still 2 cables from meter room 1 and 2 connecting to Aristo’s  portacabins, Aristo was to be asked for their removal as soon as possible
